GHANA, JANUARY 2023

people during his time in Mexico. We thank Rosa Morales, Board
Chair of YZ Proyectos de desarrollo, for her incredible dedication
and facilitation of this visit.

Nyakishwojwa Primary School is in Rwanyabujana village, Mitooma
district, and its 550 students and teachers will receive a 30,000L
rainwater harvesting tank. Kitoojo Model Primary School is in Kitoojo
village, Ntungamao district, and its 1,270 students and teachers will also
receive a 30,000L rainwater harvesting tank. Finally, Kafuka Primary
School is in Rushaya village, Rukungiri district, and its 164 students and
teachers will receive a 4-stance lined Ventilated Improved Pit (VIP)
latrine. With a total donation goal of $28,979 CAD, the 2023-24 School
Challenge project will help more than 1,984 people access clean water
and sanitation services by March 2024.
